Further information for ACL Institute, “We're History!”, Friday, April 12, 2013.  
Thanks for registering for the 2013 ACL Institute, "We're History! ".  Here is some additional information to help you find your way to the San Leandro History Museum, on April 12th.  Also check out the information about lunch.  We hope to start right on time, and will have the registration table and refreshments available from 8:30 am on.

BART:  The San Leandro BART Station is just 2 blocks from the museum.  Now that's convenient! The BART station is off San Leandro Boulevard. From the station exit, turn left and follow sidewalk to the big busy S.L.Boulevard; cross at light.  Walk half a block left to West Estudillo Street and turn right; continue two blocks up West Estudillo Street, crossing Carpentier and then Clarke.  You'll see sign for "Casa Peralta" and a fenced-in property on your left.  Follow the fencing to the open gate which leads directly from West Estudillo to registration and coffee.  Museum doors will not be open but if you get to them, just retrace your steps a couple of yards to the open gate.  There will also be signs posted.

DRIVING: The Museum has given me their printed instructions for driving to the museum from 580 East and West and from 80 North and South. Those instructions will be posted to the ACL website by April 5th.

PARKING:  Limited street parking is available.  Please check signs for parking restrictions or limits, which vary from location to location.  The San Leandro Downtown Parking Garage is very convenient to the museum.  Rates and directions may be found here:http://www.sanleandro.org/about/garage.asp.  Museum staff mentioned also a parking lot a couple of blocks away on 14th Street, which is free, but we're not entirely sure of the address or the time limits.
Please note: the tiny parking lot immediately behind the museum complex is reserved for the booksellers and presenters.

LUNCH:  The museum is located 1 block from a shopping center with a good variety of restaurants., many chains (e.g.Sizzler, but also some sushi places and Thai and others on Washington bordering the east end of the shopping area.  You may also bring your own food - purchased nearby or from home- and eat at the picnic tables (weather allowing) in the Museum grounds or, if necessary, the auditorium room of the Museum.

OTHER FOOD MATTERS:  Coffee and breakfast snacks are available from 8:30 am on. There is no food and drink allowed in the area where the program will be held, but lovely spaces outside and sufficient space in auditorium room if weather keeps us indoors.

BOOK SALES: Luan Stauss of Laurel Book Store in Oakland will bring a selection of children's books including those particularly mentioned by the speakers and those she has selected on the general topic of California history and introducing history to kids.  She will also be selling books and CDs by Vaunda Nelson and Kirk Waller, and there will be time set aside for book signing by the authors.  Vaunda Nelson will also bring copies of her out-of-print picture book, Who Will I Be, Lord?.
